TEACHING METHODS

 Introduction
Welcome to unit 1 of this course. In this unit, we are going to look at various methods of teaching learners at ECE level with its focus. Teaching methods refers to the general principles and strategies used for classroom instruction. It is an opportunity to change life by imparting knowledge into learners and this, therefore, makes each method in teaching becomes more important. As a teacher, you ought to use best methods in teaching for understanding to take place.

Importance of Teaching Methods
Let us now look at some methods, which you can use in teaching. Using variety methods allows learner’s language to develop through having different activities when teaching. As learners interact with their peers in different activities, there is an increase in there vocabulary because of using language in communicating such as: explaining, and giving instructions.

What do you think happens to learners when they have a feel of different materials and are exposed to different places within their environment?
Learners experiment with things in their environment as the teacher exposes them to various learning sites and corners. Learning continues in that they are able to see different things and are able to relate them to real life situations, thereby developing intellectually.

It is important to state that a method of instruction determines engagement of learners which brings about stimulation. Learners need to be allowed to do work by themselves in order to promote mental development. Teaching methods have a crucial role for the achievement of ideal results in the process of education delivery.

Eye hand Co-ordination is developed through interacting with simple daily tasks which require the brain, eyes and limbs to work together. Eye hand coordination is a complex neurological process that should be encouraged from an early age. It works in with the fine motor skills, i.e. each learner should get involved in each activity.

Teaching Methods and Strategies
Look at the strategies that will ensure your pre-scholars are successful. You have to hear from others that have gone before you in getting them engaged. There are a number of strategies used in teaching young learners. There is need for interaction among preschool teachers and early childhood experts so that you enter the classroom confidently and equipped. Let us look at the two types of teaching methods, these are:

Learner and teacher centered methods. Which method do you think is best and why? 

Use a learner centered method when teaching and your focus should be that the learners are involved in different activities. Ensure that they are all interested in the given activities that would help them develop their skills with a feeling of achievement. Your learners should also feel understood, appreciated and that they get plenty of opportunities for creative work and self-expression which in turn builds a sense of responsibility. Let us now look at some common teaching methods that we can use to engage learners in ECE centres.
Field Trips
Field trips are rich in educational possibilities as learning takes place from actual hands-on experiences, rather than by simply reading or hearing about something. This promotes learners interest and involvement in a real world experience making learning more meaningful and memorable comparing to regular classroom instructional programs.
Young learners can start by visiting familiar and nearby places around their community. Such visitations can enhance relationships between family members, the school and the community and can often be planned at little or no cost.  Field experiences can also take place in-class or in school by inviting guests and setting up an area of the room with books, props and materials relevant to the content.

Nature walk

This is another method that involves taking learners outside the classroom environment but within the school surrounding for the purpose of learning. For example, if you are teaching about plants, you could take learners outside to see the real plant. It important for a teacher to identify places where nature walks can take place..
Games
You should take advantage of rules in games in order to train the learners in following instructions.  Young children enjoy games and therefore, we teachers must encourage learners to participate in game activities. As learners involve themselves in games, they learn how to obey different rules because each game has its own rules. This makes it easy for you to teach different games.  This also helps them develop physically, emotionally, socially, and mentally.

Role-play
 This is a method that allows learners to explore realistic situations by interacting with other people in a managed way, and in order to develop experience and trial different strategies in a supported environment. Depending on the intention of the activity, participants might be playing a role similar to their own (or their likely one in the future) or could play the opposite part of the conversation or interaction. Both options provide the possibility of significant learning, with the former allowing experience to be gained and the latter encouraging the student to develop an understanding of the situation from the ‘opposite’ point of view.

Discovery
This method is motivating in that it incorporates the learner’s pleasure of successfully solving problems and recalling information. In other ways, it gives the learners an opportunity to experiment and discover something for themselves. One way of discovering in children is through free play. When children are playing with toys or objects like building blocks, they discover some things such as the color of the blocks they are playing with.
Songs and Rhymes 
Music is part of learning and songs make learning easy and interesting. Teachers must always compose songs for learners and encourage them to sing. You must create opportunities for learners to sing to their friends and listen their peers singing. As they sing, language development takes place and this also promotes socialization. It is important to mention here that when a song is being used in a lesson, it must conform to the topic. Let us now teach vowels using a song and make sure you observe actions.

You can also use a poem as a method by composing words with an expression of feelings and ideas. Poems for young learners must be simple, have actions, and must be short. Let’s encourage learners to recite poems so as to gain confidence. 

As we get to Tongue twisters as our last example, we should use them on learners that are capable of using language so that they improve their fluency. Here we go with one, please be fast as you recite or else the train will leave you alone:
Peter packer picked a piece of paper

if peter packer picked a piece of paper

Where is the paper which peter packer picked?
Demonstrations
As a teacher, you can use this method to communicate an idea with the aid of visuals or it can be a method of teaching a learner how to make or do something in a step-by-step process.  This promotes learning through everyday interaction as learners grasp concepts more by doing than seeing.
Discussion
Discussions may occur among members in small groups, or whole class and it can be lead by the teacher or by the learners. This method can help the learners to present multiple points of view, respond to the ideas of others, and reflect on their own ideas in an effort to build their knowledge, understanding, or interpretation of the matter at hand. In ECE group discussions are encouraged among learners. This enhances interaction among learners and promotes learning from each other.  For example, if you are teaching about a ‘family’ you can form small groups and give a question to each group to discuss as a task:
· Members of the nuclear family

· Identify members of the extended family

Allow each group to share what they discussed to the class or they can role play.

Debate
You can come up with a question, statement or a topic with at least two opposing positions. Engage learners by putting them in small groups of each side and allow them to argue for or against the given statement, idea or topic. This will increase language fluency and build learner confidence to learners with low self-esteem. For example, in Enviromental Science, you would ask ‘is it good to pick a mongo and eat without washing’?
Problem Solving
Do you know that problem solving is one of the foundations of a child’s learning? It must be valued and promoted. Opportunities for problem solving occur every day and everywhere and this requires observing the child closely,  for example, by exploring pre-mathematical relationships, manipulating objects and interacting with other people. Learners must be encouraged to construct different things even if they make mistakes. You need to facilitate problem -solving activities by probing learners with questions.

Strategies in ECE
All strategies are there to make teaching and learning an easy process. It is therefore important to understand that the product of learning is what is valued.
Focusing on the Process not the Product
“Allowing for art to be more about the process and less about the product opens doors to learning in the creativity and arts area,” (Meissner, 2003) engages her learners by teaching them about the medium they are working with, how they can use it and how to care for the art materials. Not only does each learner learn about the process, but he or she also focuses less on comparing their final products to their classmates.

It is important to state that the process must be corrected in order to get a good product. In the process, all learners must be active. This encourages creativity and holistic development. For example, if children are given materials to work with and some are not participating, the process is derailed in that those not participating might bring out a product that was not done by them.

She suggests making this activity more interactive by having the learners and their parents take pictures of logos or symbols found around their neighborhood, such as street signs, car logos or clothing brands. Then children can bring the photos to the classroom where students can label them as a group. We can ask learners to bring maize cobs, bottle tops, empty plastic bottles, dry stems of bananas etc.
Sound Recognition & Matching
This activity will require a few large letters cut out of cardboard several small objects nearby that begin with those letters. For example, if your letters are “B” and “F,” you might have a pile of buttons and feathers. Start by having the child say the letter sound and then show the actual letter. Encourage the child to find an object beginning with the same sound and paste it to the letter. Fishing game would be a good example,

Schneider says this activity is a learner favorite because it allows them to be hands-on in their learning. It also results in an art masterpiece with decorated letters that can be kept throughout the classroom.
Categories of Teaching Methods

Teaching has to be a practical activity and this demands reflection and insight. A teaching strategy is a broad plan of action for teaching and learning activities with a view to achieve one or more specific out comes. As you may need to use approaches that will help you to facilitate all lessons with focus on the product.
How can you engage learners in being part of the process?

It is important to state that the process must be corrected in order to get a good product. In the process, all learners must be active. This encourages creativity and holistic development. For example, if you give materials to all learners like clay work with them and ensure that all learners participate in the process. Be careful with those not participating because they might bring out a product that was not done by them. Let us discuss theories that help our teaching.

From this perspective, teaching is the process of creating situations whereby learners are able to interact with the material to be learned in order to construct knowledge. Constructivism is an educational philosophy consistent with this view. Here, knowledge is not passively received; rather, it is actively built up or constructed by learners as they connect their past knowledge and experiences with new information (Santrock, 2004). And just as each learner’s past knowledge and experiences are different, so is the interpretation, understanding, and meaning of the new information that each ultimately constructs.

Teachers are not expected to pour knowledge into the heads of learners; rather, they assist learners in their construction of knowledge by creating experiences where learners’ old information can transact with new information to create meaningful knowledge (knowledge that is connected to something learners already know). The ultimate transformational goal is to help develop more nurturing human beings who are better able to perceive the interconnectedness of all human, plant, and animal life (Narve, 2010).

The term Heuristic refers to Armstrong who was the exponent of this strategy, Pollion and Dankar (2006) called it “problem solving.” It is based on the psychological principles of “trial and error” theory. Logical and Imaginative thinking are pre-requisite for this type of teaching strategy. It is an economical and speedy strategy.
THEORIES OF TEACHING METHODS

Bronfenbrenners Theory and Discussion

Bronfenbrenners theory of ecological development (2003) has in Finland for almost thirty years been one of the most generally used theories to analyze the phenomena of early childhood education. The importance of the theory of ecological development lies in the fact that personal development is seen in relation to different kinds and different levels of systems. This has introduced to the methodological principles of educational research a systems approach, according to which an object is studied as a system of its structural and functional relations (Davidova&Kokina, 2002: 14). 

Maria Montessori
The Montessori Method: Maria Montessori was the first woman in Italy to receive a medical degree with areas of study in psychiatry, education and anthropology. Her belief was that every child was born with potential and that children should be allowed to be free to explore and play within their environment. In the early 1900’s, Montessori visited the United States to share her unique style of teaching. The main focus is to always be attentive to the child and follow the child in the direction they chose to go when learning. The Montessori Method is practiced within many preschools around the country.

Reggio Emilia
Begun in Italy after World War II in the city of Reggio Emilia, this preschool teaching style is based on children’s symbolic language and the context of project-oriented curriculum. With the Reggio Emilia approach, community is a large part of the educational process and with opportunities for educational experiences for teachers to maintain their abilities and to enhance and dedicate themselves as educators to the development of the young child. The environment of the educational setting is also considered to be an important aspect of the child’s development and often considered as the “third teacher.” Along with Piaget’s constructivist thought, the Reggio Emilia Approach, the community as well as teachers believe the child to be interested in learning and experimenting through inner motivation, promoting educated and productive future adults.

Play-Based

Play-Based Learning: The concept of play-based learning is exactly what it sounds like, playing to learn. Many educators have helped pave the way to understanding the wonders of allowing children to learn through their play. Bev Bos, both an educator and writer, has been sharing her ideas and concepts through books and lectures for over 40 years. Her suggestions of teaching with a hand’s off style encourages teachers to let children lead themselves through problem solving and discovery with minimal intervention, and to learn through play.

Principles of Teaching Methods
You may be aware of the different ways of encouraging contact between learners and materials. This will you understand the level of engagement by learners. You need to make lessons interactive and the focus should be active learning, thus emphasis on time and task. Remember to give each learner an opportunity.

Let us now look at games as an interactive way of engaging learners. You need to involve learners in major and minor games so as to help them in holistic development. If you have to use these games, study these categories of games and select a suitable one according to your area of strength:

· Knowledge and skill acquisition

· Fantasy and creativity

· Memory and logic development

· Concentration and attentiveness

· Auditory and visual perception

· Physical and motor development

Teaching Weaker and Brighter Groups
You may also teach in groups by handling brighter and weaker groups. Brighter learners should be handled according to their abilities and you need to watch both levels and help them to engage in any activity given. Remember to treat each learner as an individual despite being in a group. When differentiating, the teacher should divide the class into brighter and weaker groups.
Brighter Groups and Weaker Groups
As a teacher, you will elaborate on the core syllabus using additional information and activities and enrichment must take place, which means you must teach with more depth so that pupils gain insight and teach in such a manner that understanding takes place at a more abstract level of thought. You must teach in simpler terms at a more concrete level with many examples. Make your explanations detailed and Assignments must be simple, short and specific. You must be sympathetic and patient and encourage pupils whenever possible.

Unit 3 
PRODUCTION OF TEACHING AIDS
Introduction

Production of teaching aids is a very important aspect in teaching. Producing aids has an advantage to both learners and the teacher in that the learning process becomes interactive. A learning aid is anything used by a child whilst a teaching aid is anything that the teacher brings to the class to make the lesson easy. A good teacher produces a variety of teaching aids to enable learning to take place. Good teaching aids encourage involuntary learning and consequently high achievement by learners.

Teaching Aids
Teaching aids are materials used by the teacher when he/she is explaining or teaching learners. A teacher should always have a teaching/learning aid when teaching. There should be no abstract teaching in small children who are in early childhood education. These teaching aids are - Charts, Mobiles, tins, blocks, puzzles and games
 Learning Aids
Learning aids are a support to teaching strategies which assists learning. Learning aids are materials used by children while the teacher teaches. Learning cannot take place if we do not have learning aids. These learning aids are: - crayons, books, counters, pencils, pictures, etc
Learning is the activity of acquiring knowledge and skills, so we should have help or support to our teaching. That is why we need learning aids.

Learning aids use all the five senses. They use hearing through audio aids like (the cassette recorder) Sight through Visual aids like the charts and posters and printed sources like hand out and books Touch through resources like models and specimens. Taste and Smell in cookery. Also more than one sense can be combined in a visual aid such as a film or a tape slide presentation, which combines both hearing and sight.
Importance of Teaching and Learning Aids in Early     Childhood
i) Children’s language is developed.

ii) Children experiment using the learning aids.

iii) It promotes mental to children.

iv) Co-ordination of eyes is developed.

 Classification of Teaching and Learning Aids
We should look around and see what kind of apparatus and methods are available with their notes. It is true that one of the difficulties which most teachers experience in their first teaching is to get an overall view. They usually have masses of facts, which they fail to reduce to basic generalization. It is worse with teachers who are not familiar with visual methods and are not used to verbal approach. Some teachers need help to appreciate the use of visual aids so that they can get the best out of the new methods. Once a teacher has a clear picture of what is available, what can and what cannot be done with a particular method and apparatus then he is able to choose what is appropriate to his particular problem.

Classification demands the use of criteria to distinguish between items. It is not possible to classify complications e.g. the criteria adopted are simple and the whole situation can first be sent out in a simple method as in the table below.

Classification of Visual Aids
i) Reality and experiences - These are real things, specimens, and slides etc. in nature museum.

ii) Direct experiences – These are school visits and expeditions.

iii) Indirect experience - Dramatic reconstruction.

iv) Pictorial materials – Original work by artists, pupils or teachers.

Graphic Materials – Pictorial, picture graph, picture moppets
i) Diagrammatic – Diagrams, black board, text books, wall sheets, charts, scales and graphs.

ii) Symbolic – Maps.

iii) Stereographic – Stereograms, to give illusion of solidarity.

iv) Plastic materials – (Three dimensional).

v) Model – Representational (working), non-working scales, sectional or cut away models.

vi) Optically Projected 

- Still pictures – Charts, slides.

- Moving pictures – Films.

- Stereo – Projection
Production of Teaching Aids
The non-projected aids are a back bone of whole range of class room visual aid.

i) It is much easier to amend or change or altar something on non-projected material than projected materials.

ii) They require no electric power or light source.

iii) They have an endless variety of sizes, colour and appeal.

iv) They are far more easily obtained or made by the teacher.

v) Often non projected aids promote participation which is valuable in a learning process.
You must at this level understand that non- projected aids have more impact than projected aids in that the child’s attention is drown by the teacher, while in projected aids the children’s attention is mechanically focused on to the visual material. This will require you to be skilful as you use them. Some examples of non- projected aids are; Black board used to convey a visual message.

Pictorial Aids.

The pictorial materials are referred to as a back bone of visual materials available to the teacher with the following qualities:-

· An enormous variety is available.

· Every Subject is covered.

· There are no special requirements for display

· Pictorial materials can be easily adapted to the teaching situation or accommodation.

· Pictorial materials can be adapted absolutely or any communication.

· Pictorial representation will be out of date.
It is important for the teacher to know the differences between the good and bad visual aids because these have been printed on large scale.

Teaching aids under pictorial aids;

· Picture Lotto

· Select a pair

· A chart of pets.
 Mobiles should also be used in teaching different concepts. It is like a wall chart with a difference instead of picture letters and symbols lying on a flat wall surface, they have separately and independently hang on the fine threads where they can move.

A mobile is hanging moving sculptures for example take a chart on “Animals of the forest (wild).

A mobile may prove to be more effective than a wall chart. In vocabulary, a group of word of family per topic would be made up of animals’ word card. In environmental science, name cards or picture insects, plants, mammals, fish, soft and hard objects, seeds e.t.c. can make a good mobile.

 Some practical points the teacher needs to utilize:-
i) A mobile should not be placed higher than the learners height.
ii) A mobile should resemble the real picture.

iii) A centre of the paper is not always the right suspension point you can find this point by try an error.

iv) Avoid tangling the threads when storing set of mobiles.

v) Sets of mobile can usually be stored flat on large envelops and it takes up a little room.
Teaching Aids Linked To Holistic Development
You should know that it is your duty to make sure that the activity you want to give the learners will meet the outcomes as planned or something related to your plan. Remember holistic development is your desire from a learner and the teaching aids you are using in a lesson must help you link to a particular development.

You must understand the importance that a link to teaching aids provides in the learning process. You need to pay attention and correct the usage during the lesson in order to get a good product. In the process, all learners must be active. This encourages creativity and holistic development. For example, if children are given materials to work with and some are not participating, the process is derailed in that those not participating might bring out a product that was not done by them.
Use Local Materials in Producing Teaching Aids
You must use local materials and involve the learners to collect materials to be used in making teaching and learning aids. Not only does each learner learn about the process, but he or she also focuses less on comparing their final products to their peers in class. “Allowing for art to be more about the process and less about the product opens doors to learning in the creativity and arts area,” Meissen (2013) states that she engages her learners by teaching them about the medium they’re working with, how they can use it and how to care for the art materials.
Types of Teaching Aids
You need to use all different types of teaching aids. Visual aids are a range of materials and equipment which make a visual impression on a learner. They are aids in that they assist the teacher in his task, helping him increase his effectiveness in the classroom. Many years ago visual aids consisted entirely, of the humble black board and often this was missing. These days, there is vast and often expensive equipment available of all teachers. It is the responsibility for all teachers to examine this assortment to make good use of what is available.
   Shades and Forms as Teaching Aids 

Mobiles, Charts, Strips, Puzzle, jigsaw, Template, dominoes, Lotto, cards, books, Dice etc. 

 How to Make a Chart
When making a chart, you must consider to:

· Measure the manila or paper being used and to make a border line.

· The heading must also be divided from the space which must be well written.

· Ensure that the space that has remained after the making the border and the heading is equally distributed and this will be dependent on the content of the chart.
The Characteristics of a Good Chart
You must ensure that a good chart has the following characteristics:

· Big and clear enough to be seen by all the learners from the back of the classroom

· Legibility and attraction.

· Simple, with few details and only the very vital information.

· Accurate and if they are maps, drawn to scale.

· Attractive by use of colors where possible to hold the learner’ attention.
· Neat with the layouts and margins that make important information stand out.
How to Make a Picture Matching Lotto
The difference between a chart and picture matching lotto’s is that in matching lotto’s, the maker produces cards which match the content on the chart. A lotto can be made in many ways, it is important to note that matching objects from the cards to the chart must be promoted.
How to Make a Puzzle
Make two similar pictures of your own choice but familiar by children. Take one picture and turn it up-side down and draw a ‘Y’ lines. Using a pair of scissors, cut through the lines to make separate parts of the picture. Put both the uncut and cut picture into one plastic. A learner is expected to join the pieces of a picture to make a whole picture. The number of cut out pieces is dependent upon the age of learners. A teacher can utilize other ways of making a puzzle but the initial idea must be maintained. For the very young learners, puzzles will depend on the ability because most of the times, they are used for critical thinking.

How to Make Dominoes
There are many ways of making dominoes; we use them in teaching various concepts. Dominoes are attractive if well-made and used. For example ladybird dominoes can be made using dots in a beetle. The numbers are represented according to the sequence. The teacher determines what to make as dominoes. E.g. color, shape, number etc.

Three Dimensional Aids

v) They help in our understanding or the process and construction which may not be sure with aids.

vi) The handling of spacemen and model is an essential part of learning process.

Importance of Teaching Aids and Learner Interest
You must form a focal point and attract attention during a lesson presentation in order to arouse interest and promote a desire to learn. Make sure that you supplement description and help to explain words and processes, which stimulate the learner’s imagination. Give an accurate impression of the concept and Illustrate relationships that promote retention and memory. Let the aids simplify lessons as you teach, and interesting for the children. Bring   reality to a class and try to expand the imagination of children.  
Teaching Aids towards Effective Learning
Whenever you think about effective learning, always try to involve all learners and let them participate fully in order for them to learn. Supplement in verbal instructions make learners understand the concept. Remember teaching aids makes learning permanent and concrete. You consider effective use of aids because they provide variety and can cover all subjects. Teaching aids are helpful in attracting attention of the learners which encourages the healthy classroom interaction and that they are helpful in creating a positive environment for discipline. Teaching aids makes the abstract ideas concrete and thus help in making learning more effective.
Characteristics of Learning and Teaching Aids 
You need to acknowledge that teaching aids should be large enough to be seen by the learners. Always remember that the meaningfulness has to stand in order serve a useful purpose.  Teaching aids are up to the mark and up to date in every respect. Teaching aids are simple, cheap and may be improvised. Teaching aids are accurate and realistic. Teaching aids are according to the mental level of the learners. Their purpose may be informative but it is not just entertainment. Teaching aids helps in realization of stipulated learning objects. Teaching aids are really very useful and can be used in many lessons and at different class levels. Teaching aids are useful for supplementing the teaching process but they cannot replace you the teacher.

Some reliable ways of storing teaching aids are:- Horizontal, Vertical, Covering surfaces and coving the aid with Cello tape. Making aids to attract learner attention
The learners should feel part and parcel of the classroom. You must help them make and stick what they have made in order to create a learner display with their participation.
Importance of Storing Teaching and Learning Aids
You must find good ways of storing all teaching and learning aids for easy retrieval when needed. Handling ECE learners is of great challenge and this means storage must be strengthened. It’s important to categorize aids in either size or subject. This can be done by numbering regardless of content.  

Safe Areas for Storage

You should keep teaching and learning aids in safe places so that you find them easily .you must always store aids for orderly classroom arrangement. This will make learners feel part of the class and they will feel proud to see their work displayed. You can also utilize boxes and walls for keeping teaching and learning aids for a period.

Weekly Forecast

It is a plan made in advance for the pupil-learning of the subject topics shown in the scheme of work. Usually a weekly forecast is prepared weekly. It is prepared forecasting what part of the scheme of work will be covered in each period with textbook references.
What are the Headings of a Weekly Forecast?

Each weekly forecast should have a title. It should be arranged in columns. The first column will be at the left of the page. The headings should be:

Week
The week will be written in the first column on the left side of the page. This is where the number of the week will be written, e.g. week 1 or 2 …up to week 13.

Lesson

The second column is for the number of the lesson. The first lesson each week is lesson one for that week, e.g. under the column for lesson you should write 1 for first lesson, 2 for second lesson in that week and so on.

Topic/Subtopic 

The third column is for the topic and the subtopic for that week, For example
Topic: Human Body

Subtopic: The Human Body System

Content

The specific aspects of the topic which is to be covered in one lesson, will be stated in column four. The more specific part of the topic must limit the amount of material to what can be managed in one lesson. For instance, the first lesson on Human Body Systems could be stated like: Digestive System. Note that the general topic is Human Body, subtopic is Human Body Systems. The Human Body Systems are divided in smaller sections, each of which is manageable in one lesson.

Lesson Objectives

The learning outcomes are written in column five. When the teaching is teaching, he has in mind what he expects the pupils to learn at the end of the lesson.

Teaching Methods

In the sixth column the teacher indicates the main methods of teaching he intends to use in the lesson. There are several methods from which the teacher selects the ones to that best suit the topic in question. It is important that such methods are varied from lesson to lesson. There would certainly be something wrong with a weekly forecast which shows that the teacher intends to use the same method in a series of lessons.

Teaching and learning aids

In the seventh column are shown the teaching and learning aids that the teacher intends to use during the lesson to aid his lesson presentation.

Reference

The eighth column will be “reference” which must show specifically at least the title(s) and number(s) of pages of the book to be used. In cases where one or more of the books of the books are not in common use in the schools, the author(s) of the book(s) should also be indicated in the reference. Apart from the usual teacher’s guide and pupils textbooks, the teacher may use library books, newspaper or magazine articles, as reference material.

Teacher’s comments

The ninth column will be used for the teacher’s comments on the progress of his/her teaching as regards the materials arranged in your weekly forecast. Such remarks could include “taught as planned”, “not taught due to … (give a reason) to be taught on … (give a date).

Supervisor’s comments

The tenth is the supervisor check on how the teacher is progressing in his/her teaching. He/she can make comments on the progression of the teacher’s teaching by commenting.

Development Fostered Through Aids

See to it that teaching and learning aids are able to promote perception in learners and that they are able to identify most content presented on the aid. You should ensure that understanding is promoted. Motivation and interest should also arise in the interest of assessment.

Best Aids for Learning and Teaching

The best teaching and learning aids to use with learners should be interactive and must arouse curiosity, they must provide emphasis on the understanding and reinforcement through teaching and learning aids. You should ensure the content in the lesson matches with the aids being used. Best teaching and learning aids help learners to have more knowledge even after the lesson because learners acquire some concepts involuntarily.
